This year, we welcomed 30 new
students to our school and achieved
re-accreditation from NJAIS, reaffirming
our commitment to excellence. We
expanded and diversified our after-school
programs, revamped our project time,
and reestablished the milk and bread
program, alongside launching an in-
house hot lunch initiative. Additionally,
our Coffee Chat series and new tuition
management system have enriched the
School’s engagement with families and
streamlined administrative processes.
